gENERAL INFORMATION

The Merrillville Education Foundation plans to release approximately $5,000 to $7,000 for this Fifteenth  round of grants.

Larger grant amounts will be considered if it is believed that more students beyond a single classroom or beyond one group would benefit.

The goal is to offer Merrillville Community School Corporation teachers an opportunity to develop creative and innovative student activities which will enhance the programs of the Merrillville Community School Corporation.
ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must be current staff of the Merrillville Community School Corporation.

Purchases of equipment or teacher resource books may be part of the project, but it should not be an end in itself. Projects involving college credit, staff development, salaries, incentives, stipends, food, or travel will not be considered in this round of grants.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

Applications will be judged on educational quality, impact on the school community, and thoroughness of planning for implementation and evaluation of the project.  Priority again will be given to projects that directly and specifically promote  ISTEP  skills improvement.
